Lakes of Summerville Covenants & Restrictions
This is a summary of the rules and regulations in ‘lay language’ for residents of The Lakes of Summerville. It is meant to be an easy reference tool for owners, renters, board members, real estate agents, property managers and newcomers. Please refer to the official recorded Declaration of Master Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions for the complete governing documents.
· Exterior Changes and Improvements:  No improvement (painting, paving, storage sheds, home additions, pool construction, major landscape changes etc.) can begin or be erected until a detailed plan has been submitted to the Board of Directors and written approval has been granted.
· Rental Restrictions:  No owner may rent his unit for any period less than 180 days. Each lease must be in writing and all tenants are subject to all Rules and Regulations.
· Antennas/Satellite Dishes:  Every effort should be made to place satellite dishes at the back of the house where they cannot be seen from the street.
· Quiet Enjoyment:  No obnoxious or offensive activity shall be carried on and nothing should be done which may be a nuisance or annoyance to the neighborhood.
· Yard Clutter:  Activities or hobbies that cause properties to be disorderly, unsightly or unkempt are not allowed. Ex.:  Assembly or disassembly of motor vehicles; lawn care tools stored in view; construction supplies; play equipment and toys in disarray, etc.
· Unsightly Storage:  Porches, patios, terraces and yards should be kept tidy and pleasant looking. These areas should not be use to store personal property or used as outdoor clothes drying areas.
· Household Pets:  Pets that are allowed to roam free or endanger residents, create a nuisance or make objectionable noise may be removed by the Board. No commercial pet breeding or similar pet care enterprises are allowed on any property. Pit Bulls are expressly prohibited.
· Pets:  Dogs should always be restrained on a leash and held by a responsible owner. All pet messes should be picked up and disposed of promptly. Cats should not be allowed to roam free in the neighborhood.
· Temporary Structures:  No tents, temporary lawn gazebos, storage sheds, storage bins, or unapproved trash containers are allowed. Above-ground pools are not allowed on any lot.
· Yard Art:  No artificial plants, plastic animal decorations such as pink flamingos, are permitted on the exterior of any property. Exterior sculpture, fountains, flags, birdbaths, birdhouses and similar items must be approved by the Board or the Architectural Control Committee.

· Signs:  No advertising signs, political signs or unapproved “For Rent” signs are allowed on any Lot.
· Firearms:  No “B-B” guns, pellet guns, bow and arrows, slingshots and small firearms are allowed anywhere on the premises of the Lakes of Summerville property.
· Trailers and Recreational Vehicles:  All commercial vehicles, mobile homes, campers, recreational vehicles, boats and trailers (either with or without wheels), must be parked entirely within a garage and cannot be parked on driveways or streets.
· Vehicle Parking:  Vehicles should not be parked on any lawn areas, common areas, sidewalks or within a street right-of-way and should have current license and tags displayed. . Inoperable vehicles may not be stored on any lot except within an enclosed garage.
· Street Parking:  All vehicles must be parked only in their garage or in the driveways. Parking on the street is prohibited except for occasional social gatherings or for short-term temporary guest parking. At no time should other owners be inconvenienced by any short-term parking by guests or residents.
· Trampolines:  Are strongly discouraged due to homeowner’s insurance and safety issues. ARB request is required.
· Basketball Hoops:  Basketball hoops are only allowed at the back of the house – not in view from the street.
· Assessments:  All association assessments must be paid on or before the due date.
